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No need to verify Bills of entry for EPZ

The bill of entry against local import by the EPZ enterprises
does not have to be verifying from now. Bangladesh Bank has
eased rules of foreign exchange transactions for the Authorized
Dealers (ADs) of EPZ enterprises and has asked to submit report
on monthly basis. According to FE Circular no. 01 dated Febru-
ary 5, 2015 issued by the central bank, the ADs of EPZ enter-
prises will mention the number of import transactions in their
monthly foreign currency relates payment report to Bangladesh
Bank through EXP forms.

The sale of Bangladeshi goods or raw materials to the enter-
prises in EPZ against payment in foreign currency treated as
exports from Bangladesh and normal foreign exchange regula-
tions concerning declaration of exports on EXP Forms and repa-
triation of proceeds is applicable to these exports to the EPZ
enterprises. This export to EPZ areas considered as import by
EPZ enterprises, it noted.

In order to ease the reporting process of permissible imports by
enterprises of EPZ areas from Non-EPZs, the central bank has
decided that this procedure of mentioning EXP numbers will
also be applicable for transactions between EPZ enterprises and
intra EPZ enterprises. The revised procedure will be applicable
for reporting in online web portal. Usual reporting procedures
will remain unchanged for imports by EPZ enterprises from
abroad, the circular concluded. Source: Daily Observer

Online Visa Procedure for Investors

The Board of Investment has launched its new streamlined appli-
cation procedure for visa, work permits and representative
offices for foreign investors, aiming to boost investment in
Bangladesh. Industries Minister Amir Hossain Amu inaugurated
the automated system on March 01, 2015.

Prospective foreign investors will now have to fill in just a one-
page application instead of the previous 16 pages, said Syed A
Samad, Executive Chairman of Bol during inauguration of the
system. He said the Bol would now be able to provide fast-track
services to investors. The step was earlier been taken for weeks
or months but from now, if everything is all right in the applica-
tion, the recommendation letter for visa will go straight to the
relevant foreign mission immediately.

The move will improve the country's investment climate and
reduce time and registration cost by 40 percent, said Kyle F
Kelhofer, Country Manager of IFC, the private sector arm of the
World Bank Group that financed the automation of Bol.

According to ADB, Bangladesh needs to increase its investment
to 34.3% of GDP, nearly 6 percentage points higher than its
current level to achieve the targeted economic growth of 7.3
percent for the current fiscal year. BEPZA is also working to
bring the process of issuance of visa recommendation letter for
its investors through online.

BD a Top Choice for Japanese Investors

Some 71.7% Japanese-affiliated firms in China want to
expand their operations in Bangladesh; a survey conducted by
Japan External Trade Organization (JETRO) came up with
this disclosure. Due to sluggish operations and struggle for
expansion of business in China, firms are expanding their
operations mainly in Bangladesh, India, Vietnam and Thai-
land. 78.2% Japanese firms operating in China choose India
as best investment destination due to lower production costs.
Bangladesh is the second best choice just after India followed
by Vietnam 66% and Thailand 60.9%, according to the
official trade and investment promotion agency of Japan.

JETRO has been conducting such surveys since 1987.
According to the survey of Japanese affiliated firms in Asia
and Oceania for the Year 2014, Bangladesh is offering the
lowest worker wage levels among its competing countries.
Workers' wages in the manufacturing sector in Bangladesh is
marked $100 a month, while Cambodia has the second lowest
wages at $113. Japanese investors also think that Bangladesh
has the widest room for cost cutting, according to some 84 %
of the CEOs in the survey. In comparison to Japan, the cost of
production in Bangladesh is less than half (48.7%).
