BEPZA Eyes Unprecedented Success in the Last 10 Years
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Now, the total employment of BEPZA is 0.5 million but the operational industries of the EPZs created employment 
opportunities for 0.3 million Bangladeshi people during January 2009 to September 2018 period. In 25 years i.e. from 
the inception of EPZ in the country in 1983 till December 2008, there were only 279 industries. But simply in the last 10 
years of the present government 194 new industries became operational in the EPZs. This has only been possible due to 
the business-friendly initiatives of the present government. BEPZA is now marching ahead jointly with others to build 
Sonar Bangladesh by implementing the Vision 2021 & 2041 under the dynamic leadership of the Honourable Prime 
Minister Sheikh Hasina.

Investment, export, employment and industries in the 8 EPZs under 
BEPZA significantly increased in the last 10 years. During the tenure of 
the present government after assuming power in 2009 the export of the 
EPZS grew fourfold. 
The eight EPZs also made better performance in the fields of investment 
and employment generation as the two components increased more than 3 
times and 2.5 times respectively in the last 10 years. Moreover, the 
number of operational industries became almost double during this period. 

The flow of investment soared to US$ 4748.55 million in September 2018 from 
US$ 1509.14 million in December 2008 i.e. the 8 EPZs have gained US$ 3239.41 

million investment in the last 10 years. At the same time, the operational enterprises of 
the EPZs exported goods worth US$ 50,800.42 million which was only US$ 17,598.24

CEPZ Workers Get Tk 32 Crore Dues for Two Year Long Intense Efforts of BEPZA
South Korean-owned Young International Authority has paid Tk. 32 
crore against the dues of 2700 workers of the closed four industrial 
units of the Young International Group of Chittagong EPZ (CEPZ). 
Payment of dues was started on 16 August 2018 and ended on 20 
August 2018.
Of the total amount -Tk. 10 crore of 700 workers were paid on 16 
August, Tk. 12 crores of 1200 workers were paid on 19 August and 
the remaining Tk 10 crore of 800 workers were paid on 20 August. 
It is possible to pay the dues for nearly two years’ relentless effort of 
BEPZA. 
Four enterprises of Young International Group -- Young 
International (BD) Ltd., Young International Garments (BD) Ltd., 
Young International Knitting (BD) Ltd. and Young International 
Weaving (BD) Ltd. had been operating in Chittagong EPZ for 22 
years. Due to some management related complications, the factories became sick and the buyers stopped the export orders. 
Consequently the lay-off was declared first at the enterprises. Later, in November 2016, the enterprises shut down their 
production activities and retrenched around 2,700 workers following the instructions of BEPZA. 
BEPZA repeatedly requested the Young International authority to pay Tk. 32 crore to the workers against their Provident Fund 
(PF) and Gratuity. In association with South Korean Embassy in Bangladesh, Bangladesh Embassy in South Korea and Foreign 
Ministry, BEPZA keep continuing the effort to pay the dues of the workers. Finally, the intense efforts of BEPZA made possible 
to pay the workers' dues. 
Eight EPZs of BEPZA is being operated through maintaining Workers-Management-Owners harmony. This harmony became 
stronger by the arrangement of dues payment of the workers of Young International through the two year-long effort of BEPZA.

The per capita income 
increased to US$ 1,751 in 2017-18 from US$ 1,610 in the 
previous fiscal, according to Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics 
(BBS).
The final figure of economic growth was placed on 18 
September’s meeting of the Executive Committee of the 
National Economic Council (ECNEC). This ECNEC meeting 
also cleared BEPZA Economic Zone, Mirsharai-1st Phase 
Project involving Taka 750 crore.
The agriculture and industry sectors contributed to the increase 
in the GDP growth in the final count. Agriculture grew 4.19 
percent in 2017-18, way up from 3.06 percent in the 
provisional estimate, according to the BBS. Industry grew 
12.06 percent against the preliminary estimate of 11.99 percent 
and the services sector rose 6.39 percent, up from the previous 
figure of 6.33 percent. 
Mentionable, the GDP growth was 7.28 percent in 2016-17 FY, 
7.11 percent in 2015-16 FY and 6.55 percent in 2014-15 FY.
